Matthew 25:14-28 “Again, it will be like a man going on a 

journey, who called his servants and entrusted his wealth to 

them. 15 To one he gave five bags of gold, to another two bags, and 

to another one bag, each according to his ability. Then he went on 

his journey. 16 The man who had received five bags of gold went at 

once and put his money to work and gained five bags more. 17 So 

also, the one with two bags of gold gained two more. 18 But the 

man who had received one bag went off, dug a hole in the ground 

and hid his master’s money. 19 “After a long time the master of 

those servants returned and settled accounts with them. 20 The 

man who had received five bags of gold brought the other five.

27 Well then, you should 

have put my money on deposit with the bankers, so that when I 

returned I would have received it back with interest. 28 “‘So take 

the bag of gold from him and give it to the one who has ten 

bags. 29 For whoever has will be given more, and they will have an 

abundance. Whoever does not have, even what they have will be 

taken from them. 30 And throw that worthless servant outside, 

into the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing                                             

of teeth.’

ÅA good steward knows God’s priorities and desires and invests 
in those things

ÅA good steward understands it isn’t about how much you are 
stewarding, but it is about faithfully stewarding what you have

ÅA good steward isn’t controlled by fear but boldly and 
generously invests in the right things
